If you need to talk – we will listen! 

 You can talk to any adult in school!  

 

 It is Mr Phillips’ special job to keep you safe - talk to him if you are worried.  

 

 Put something in the worry box.  

 

 Tell a friend and then go with your friend to tell an adult.  

 

Don’t keep it a secret if: 

 Someone is bullying you  

 

 Saying funny things to you, or about other people,  that you do not like or upsets you  

 

 Touching you 

 

 Trying to give you tablets, cigarettes, drugs or alcohol  

 

 Hitting you or hurting you  

 

 Sending unkind messages on the internet or to your phone
